CAMP AND COOKING FIRES

Fires are permitted, based on BSA & USFS guidelines and fire rules. Make sure that
your keyhole fire pit adheres to regulation.

f 10-foot diameter around campfire.

Bring fire extinguisher if you have one.

Ensure shovel and water bucket full of water are near cooking fire.

All fires totally out prior to leaving area.

All fires are for COOKING USE ONLY.

Make sure you have plenty of water, sand and a shovel to contain and extinguish
the fire. -- (50 points)

Never leave any fire unattended —disqualification!!

All units are required to bring their own firewood for their campsites.

No collecting of firewood.

Improper campfire procedures may result in Super Troop disqualification.

Always have a Plan ‘B". The USFS could prohibit the use of open flames so all
Units must have cook stoves available.
